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Reviews
FIA - Förnyelse i anläggningsbranschen (Renewal in the Civil Engineering Industry) gathers players within the industry, from construction clients to suppliers, around the understanding that change and renewal are both necessary and possible. The fundamental objective is to guarantee clients more construction for their money, and suppliers a stable and sustainable level of profitability. 

The renewal aspect concerns both attitudes and methods of work, as well as competence and quality development. FIA endeavours to create the preconditions, driving forces and tools that stimulate greater productivity and efficiency, better co-operation and constant improvement. Renewal is based on the concept of good ideas being developed, tested in projects and formed into programmes and technical aids that are put into practice. Below, a brief description is given of the programme that concerns reviews.

Review Programme
The purpose of review and the possibilities for sanction that are granted by the Public Procurement Act is to exert pressure on the procuring units so that they conduct their procurements in the correct way. Clarity, proportionality and the opportunity for checking, inspection and verification that are granted by the Public Procurement Act are important principles that are to be observed in a procurement procedure. Attention must not be deflected from competition. 

Reviews are used in order to restrain tendencies for the client to steer procurement towards certain suppliers, i.e. consideration is given to circumstances which mean that tenders, tenderers or tender applicants are not treated correctly or are not treated in the same way as others.

Purpose
The programme shall contribute towards developed procurement and tendering processes, and thereby a better management of procurements and fewer reasons to apply for a review. 
Content
The Review Programme prescribes that: 
· Errors and shortfalls in the tender documents or in other procurement documents shall be reported to the procuring unit as soon as they are discovered, and normally not be given as the reason for an application to review a decision of award.

· A review application should be made if tenderers, tender applicants or tenders are not treated equally or if business standards are ignored in some other respect.

· Evaluation criteria apart from price – such as competence, innovative thinking, time and new solutions – should be used in order to stimulate development of the civil engineering industry.

· In the case of a discontinued procurement procedure and an award to one’s own unit, the same level of transparency shall apply as if a procurement is completed in its entirety.
